She decided to pose a
challenge to GSWNY’s Lifetime Members. Christine and GSWNY held a campaign
aiming to provide 50 girls with Girl Scout Memberships.

Christine wrote a letter to our Lifetime Members asking for help: If they would
help support 50 girl memberships, Christine herself would match that and provide
membership costs for another 50 girls, totaling $2,500 raised.

At the end of our two month challenge
period, we had 79 Lifetime Members
answer our Challenge! Christine and

our Lifetime Members who participated
raised a total of $5,550! Together they
provided memberships to 222 Girl Scouts
across our Council.
